�x Residential Conduct process �t a process or set of systems used to document, enforce the residential handbook, while also teaching and holding residential students 
accountable for behavior and actions within the residential communities on campus. The residential conduct process is typically reserved for low level conduct violations 
whereas the Dean of Students conduct process is typically reserved for more higher-level conduct cases and cases that occur on campus outside of the residential 
communities.  

�x Incident report �t formal document/form completed by a HRL staff member, can be a RA, ARLC, or RLC.  

�x Resident Assistant (RA) �t Housing and Residence Life student staff members who lives in a residential community on campus. The RA is responsible for assisting with
